DSL-1 PERMANENT VEGETATIVE COVER ESTABLISHMENT 
PURPOSE:  Reduce soil erosion and improve water quality.

ELIGIBILITY:  Practice is eligible for cost share based on sheet and rill erosion.  Slope must exceed 2%.
· Practice is not eligible for converting woodland or forest to pasture.

· A current soil test must be submitted to develop a plan so that fertilizer and lime are applied accordingly. 
· Any variety of seed may be used, but the cooperator will be reimbursed at the rate established for Pasture Seeding.

· A vegetative cover that consists of only legumes is ineligible.

· Land that is already established in permanent vegetative cover under a maintenance agreement of any program is ineligible. 

· Grazing must be delayed until the new seeding has attained a good growth for cool season grass and is established to a minimum height of 8-10 inches for warm season grass.
· Practice must be maintained for five years.
