N443 IRRIGATION SYSTEM, SURFACE AND SUBSURFACE
· The purpose of this practice is to efficiently convey and distribute irrigation water to the surface point of application without causing excessive water loss, erosion, or water quality impairment.  It can also be used to efficiently convey and distribute irrigation water to the subsurface point of application without causing excessive water loss or water quality impairment.

· Cooperators must have an irrigation water management plan.
· Cost share is authorized for surge valves and/or improved water distribution pads for furrow irrigation systems and establishment of a side-inlet flood irrigation system on fields that have been irrigated at least three of the last five years.
· Lay Flat Tubing is a one time cost share payment, not to exceed 75% cost share up to $3.00/acre, and up to 80 acres.
· Practice must be maintained for ten years.
