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FISCAL YEAR 2010 COST-SHARE


The Cost-Share Program is a state funded program which provides financial incentives to landowners for installing erosion reduction practices. This funding comes from the 1/10th of 1% Parks and Soils Sales tax. 





New Allocation Formula


The Soil and Water Commission recently approved a new formula to be used to allocate cost-share funds to Missouri Districts.  FY10 funds will be allocated by resource concern to be consistent with new language that was included in House Bill 250; that the “soil and water conservation cost-share program” is designed for the purpose of saving the soil and protecting the water resources of the state to preserve the productive power of Missouri’s agricultural land. 


The formula addresses the resource concerns identified by each district based on the needs assessments completed by landowners in November, 2008.  


Contingent upon the Governor’s approval, Holt County is scheduled to receive a total cost-share allocation of $361,564.17 for FY10.  


Additional Resource Concerns for Cost-Share


There are 10 resource concerns that will now be addressed through State cost-share depending upon the needs specific to each district. Included in Holt County’s total allocation is $356,690.07 for Sheet and Rill & Gully erosion, $2,475.00 for Nutrient Management, $1,031.25 for Pest Management and $1,367.85 for Irrigation Management.

The Holt SWCD will accept sign-ups during the month of July for summer cost-share projects (to be constructed in July, Aug or Sept). Sign-ups for fall projects will be accepted throughout the month of August.  The farm, tract and field number of the intended project area will be required at sign-up.

EQIP Sign-Up for 2010





EQIP is a federally funded conservation program that provides cost-share for practices such as: terraces, tile, cover crops, grass and/or tree plantings, forestry practices, wildlife enhancements, well decom-missioning, cross-fencing, livestock pipeline and tanks, animal feeding operation improvements, irrigation improvements, nutrient management, and pest management. Only 10% of 2009 EQIP applications were funded statewide as a result of limited funding and overwhelming landowner interest. Those interested in the EQIP program for the 2010 cropping year should  complete (or update) an application in the Mound City NRCS office.
