FISCAL YEAR 2011 COST-SHARE





The Cost-Share Program is a state funded program which provides financial incentives to landowners for installing erosion reduction practices. This funding comes from the 1/10th of 1% Parks and Soils Sales tax. 





FY11 Allocation 


Contingent upon final budget appropriation, Holt SWCD’s FY11 Cost-Share allocation for sheet and rill/gully erosion has been pre-approved at  $300,164.53 (a decrease of 15.8% from FY10).  


This represents the lowest allocation for Holt County in over a decade. 


 


FY11 Sign-Up Dates


The Holt SWCD will accept sign-ups throughout the month of July for summer cost-share projects (to be constructed in July, Aug or Sept). 


Sign-ups for fall projects will be accepted throughout the month of August.  The farm, tract and field number of the intended project area will be required at sign-up.


Please note that sign-up does not guarantee approval of funding.  














HELC/WETLANDS STATUS REVIEWS





Compliance Status reviews of Highly Erodible Land and Wetlands on crop ground occur annually during the planting season. Status reviews are performed on agricultural land that is enrolled in the Federal farm program. You are in the farm program if you, as a landowner/operator, receive any USDA payments.





There are a few ways a tract can be pulled for a status review in a given year. It could be a random selection, the result of a Whistleblower, or land owned/operated by a USDA employee or farm loan participant.





Fields that have a Highly Erodible Land (HEL) label are to be part of a conservation plan. If you do not know what your conservation plan is or the tolerable soil loss, please call or come by the office. If you are not familiar with your farm plan you run the risk of being out of compliance.





Wetlands are evaluated by reviewing historical data and going to the field. If a wetland has been manipulated after 1985 without a USDA determination, you run the risk of being out of compliance.
