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FY 2011 COST-SHARE OVERVIEW


The Cost-Share Program is a state funded program which provides financial incentives to landowners for installing erosion reduction practices. This funding comes from the 1/10th of 1% parks, soils and water sales tax.





FY11 Allocation Obligated in Record Time 


Holt SWCD’s FY11 Cost-Share allocation for sheet and rill/gully erosion was $348,374.64.  By October 22, all funding had been obligated through a total of 52 contracts representing 2 advanced allocation projects, 16 summer projects and 34 fall projects.  





Irrigation and Nutrient Management 


Holt SWCD’s has cost-share funding available for both irrigation and nutrient management practices. 


N442 Irrigation System, Sprinkler – Cost-share is authorized for replacement of existing sprinklers or nozzles with those that increase system efficiency, limited to 75% of the state average cost and four pivots per cooperator and/or farm.  N590 Nutrient Management –Cost-share incentive payment is up to $20.00 per acre with a lifetime practice maximum of $10,000 for contracts approved between January 1 and April 15, 2011.Please contact our office for further information.    


 











NRCS UPDATE 	





Your local NRCS office in Missouri has a multitude of incentive practices available to producers and landowners. Some of the incentive highlights include: nutrient management, cover crops, dirt work, pasture/livestock systems, grass/trees/wildflower plantings, etc. 





Our EQIP program offers cost-share and incentives on structural, vegetative, and management practices. November 19th was the deadline to submit an EQIP application to the NRCS in Missouri. We will, however, over the course of the next year continue to take applications. 





Our CSP program offers a yearly payment to producers for conservation measures they already practice as well as new practices they are interested in trying. We do not yet have a sign-up deadline for the CSP program, but we encourage all that are interested to apply soon.

SUPERVISORS’ ELECTION


The Holt County Soil & Water Conservation District will hold an election for one supervisor, each, in Area 2 (Clay, Hickory & Nodaway Townships) and Area 4 (Bigelow, Minton & Benton Townships) on March 15, 2011. 


Supervisors of the district manage the administration of district policies, programs, personnel, and funds.   


To be a candidate for a SWCD supervisor, a person must be a land representative, resident, tax-paying citizen with the SWCD for at least two years, a cooperator of the SWCD, and reside in or own a farm lying in the same area. 


A candidate may either be nominated by the nominating committee or may have their name added to the ballot by securing at least 10 land representatives signatures in the territory they wish to represent on a petition and submit the petition to the Holt SWCD.  Nominating committees have been established for Area 2 as Evan Tally, Maitland, Bart Geiger, Mound City, Dorothy Sommer, Oregon and for Area 4 as Dustin Binder, Craig, LeeRoy Hinkle, Craig, Tom VanDeventer, Mound City.
