LOESS HILL TIMBER / PRAIRIE FIELD DAY

SUPERVISORS’ ELECTION


The Holt County Soil & Water Conservation District will hold an election for one supervisor, each, in Area 1 (Lincoln, Union, Liberty) and Area 3 (Forest, Forbes, Lewis) on March 27, 2013


from 7:30 am to 6:00 pm at the Holt County Soil & Water Conservation District, 118 W Davis St., Mound City, MO. 





SWCD Board Supervisors are elected to serve a four year term on a five member board.  The SWCD relies on volunteer landowner participation to achieve its goal of conserving soil and water resources.   Supervisor responsibilities include assessing the district’s needs and prioritizing goals, establishing district policies and procedures, managing personnel and finances and administering the state Cost-Share Assistance Program. Supervisors are required to attend monthly board meetings.  Current Holt SWCD Board Supervisors are Chairman, Bruce Biermann (Area 4), Vice Chairman, B.J. Bailey (Area 3), Treasurer, Wayne Heck (Area 1), Member, Brad Kurtz (Area 2) and Wayne Flanary.    


 


Nominating committees for the election are seeking eligible candidates.  Any qualifying candidate not nominated by the committee may have their name added to the ballot if they reside in one of the two areas where an office term is expiring and have secured at least ten (10) signatures of land representatives in the territory they wish to represent on a petition and submit the petition to the Holt County Soil & Water Conservation District board of supervisors at least ten (10) working days before the election. 


All eligible land representatives within the Holt SWCD may vote. Each eligible voter may cast only 1 vote regardless of the number of farms owned.  A farm owned by a firm or corporation may cast 1 vote.  A farm owned by a partnership or jointly by husband and wife may cast 2 votes.  Land representatives voting by power of attorney must produce a copy of the authorization.
