Beginning March (for advanced allocation projects started prior to 7-1 not to be paid until after 7-1), Beginning July (for summer projects constructed during July, August or September), Beginning August for fall projects.   





A cooperator can earn a maximum of $10,000 in cost-share per fiscal year for advanced allocation and fall projects or a maximum of $15,000 in cost-share per fiscal year for summer projects. (Note: When combined, cost-share project limits for the same fiscal year may not exceed $15,000)





Contracts approved for advanced allocation must be started prior to 7-1 with a 60 day termination date. Summer projects may not be board approved until after 7-1 with a termination date not to exceed October 1.  Fall projects will have a 60 day termination date.    





-A cooperator initiates a request for cost share funding assistance by submitting layout (containing all required information and meeting NRCS standards and specifications) to our office. 


 


-Approved layout is ranked, selected and processed by: 


(1) Date order of submission, (2) Date crop is out, (3) Date the contractor has no more than 1 outstanding cost-share project

N442 Irrigation System, Sprinkler – Cost-share is authorized for replacement of existing sprinklers or nozzles with those that increase system efficiency, limited to 75% of the state average cost and four pivots per cooperator and/or farm.  Continuous Sign Up (Limit of 4 Pivots).  Contracts will not be board approved until after 7-18-12.





N590 Nutrient Management –Cost-share incentive payment is up to $20.00 per acre with a lifetime practice maximum of $10,000 for contracts approved between January 1 and April 15, 2012. Continuous Sign Up ($20/acre not to exceed $10,000 lifetime).

HOLT SWCD CCPI ALLOCATION -2012 





Holt SWCD was allocated $350,815.00 to fund CCPI contracts in 2012 to assist landowners with the implementation of Terraces, Underground Tile Outlets, Water and Sediment Control Basins, and Cover Crops to address soil and water quality resource concerns.





Approximately 80 applications were received with 11 contracts receiving funding approval.  NRCS is contacting cooperators regarding application acceptance.  Contracts must be finalized by March 30.     





Holt Soil and Water Conservation District was one of 31 proposals from 11 states to be awarded funding through the Cooperative Conservation Partnership Initiative (CCPI) in 2011.  





Holt SWCD’s 2011 proposal requested $1,080,000 in Federal funding over a 3 year period through individual CCPI-EQIP contracts. The proposal outlined an estimated contribution of $1,181,500 from Holt SWCD and MO DNR via partner investment through Cost-Share funded practices, administrative and technical assistance, and outreach. 





Included with the proposal from Holt SWCD were letters 


of support from The University of Missouri Holt County Extension Center, US Fish and Wildlife Service Squaw 


Creek National Wildlife Refuge, Missouri Land Improve-


ment Contractors Association, and Missouri Department 


of Conservation.

IMPORTANT FY13 COST- SHARE INFORMATION - LANDOWNERS AND CONTRACTORS 


-The contractor of cooperators choice will survey the conservation practice.  NRCS/SWCD field assistance will be provided via a waiting list.  (Engineering designs waiting completion will take precedence over requests for field assistance). 


-These requests (layout) will remain eligible until June 30 of the fiscal year in which they are submitted.  Layout received by the office but not funded by June 30 will be returned to the landowner.  The layout may only be re-submitted to the office once it has been re-flagged.


-Pre-construction staff conferences with landowner (or representative) and contractor(s) will be required prior to consideration for contract approval.


-Any unauthorized changes to a project not contained in the engineering design and not reflected on the cost-share contract will result in non-payment of the contract.  


-All contractor surveys should be on the designated forms, must be complete and circuits must be closed through the outlet and back through each hub.


-Missouri One Call verification will be required at the pre-construction conference. 


-Landowner Authorization Form will be required to verify legal ownership as it is listed on the property deed and for signature authorization.


-Notarized landowner agreements will be required when construction activities to install a conservation practice will extend water to land beyond the ownership of the landowner.  Agreements must be submitted to our office prior to consideration for contract approval. 


-Notarized landowner agreements will be required for erosion control projects located on or across property lines. Agreements must be submitted to our office prior to consideration for contract approval. 


-Within approximately 2 weeks of receipt of contractor checkout notes, all practices will be checked in the field by NRCS. 














NRCS COMPLIANCE REVIEWS 


The NRCS, as part of their responsibility to the conservation provisions of the Food Security Act of 1985, will be conducting compliance status reviews on a random selection of USDA program participants.  Those that were selected for review this year will be receiving their notification through the mail in early April.  If you have any questions please contact NRCS.








The Cost-Share Program is a state funded program which provides financial incentives to landowners for installing erosion reduction practices. This funding comes from the 1/10th of 1% parks, soils and water sales tax.








Missouri NRCS Receives $3 Million for Missouri River Flood Damages





   Missouri is receiving $3 million in Emergency Watershed Protection Program (EWP) funding to repair damages caused last summer by flooding of the Missouri River. The money will help fund the applications for assistance in the11 Missouri counties that received disaster declarations last fall. They are: Atchison, Holt, Andrew, Buchanan, Platte, Ray, Carroll, Lafayette, Saline, Howard and Cooper counties. The money only applies to requests that were received from sponsors before a January 31 deadline for submitting applications.


   EWP, administered by the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS), responds to emergencies created by natural disasters. In Missouri, EWP is most often used to remove debris and sediment from drainage ditches and to repair holes in levees that protect agricultural land.


   Public and private landowners are eligible for EWP assistance, but they must be represented by a project sponsor. Sponsors include legal subdivisions of the state, such as a city, county or conservation district. Once funding is allocated to a project, NRCS contracts the heavy construction work to local contractors. NRCS pays up to 75 percent of the construction costs and the remaining 25 percent is paid by the local sponsors.

MDC BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES CONSERVATION INNOVATION GRANT 





The Missouri Dept. of Conservation (MDC) now has a pilot cost share program to help both timber harvesters and landowners with using best management practices (BMPs) during logging to reduce soil erosion and improve water quality. The grant is to be a partnership between loggers and landowners to work together to reduce erosion for better forest health and productivity. The logger will sign up for the program at the local MDC office, and must have attended the Professional Timber Harvester course through the Missouri Forest Products Association or a BMP training class with MDC. Approved contracts will pay from $10 to $20 per acre to the logger to use BMPs and $5 per acre to the landowner to maintain them. Holt County is one of only three counties in Northwest Missouri where this program is being offered. State wide there are 57 counties where this is available.
