N442 Irrigation System, Sprinkler – Cost-share is authorized for replacement of existing sprinklers or nozzles with those that increase system efficiency, limited to 75% of the state average cost and four pivots per cooperator and/or farm.  





N590 Nutrient Management –Cost-share incentive payment is up to $20.00 per acre with a lifetime practice maximum of $10,000 for contracts approved between January 1 and April 15, 2012.

HOLT SWCD CCPI PROPOSAL APPROVED 





The SWCD was recently notified that they have been approved for $360,000 in 2011 to assist producers of Holt County with the implementation of conservation practices that address soil and water quality resource concerns (Terraces, Underground Tile Outlets, Water and Sediment Control Basins, and Cover Crops).





USDA Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack announced that a proposal submitted by the Holt SWCD in January, 2011 was one of 31 proposals from 11 states to be awarded funding through the Cooperative Conservation Partnership Initiative (CCPI).  CCPI helps producers create natural resource benefits such as clean air, clean water, productive soils and abundant wildlife on their operations.  “CCPI’s unique partnership allows USDA to use the resources and capabilities of non-federal partners as well as its own technical and financial resources to implement conservation on working farms, ranches, and forest lands,” Vilsack said. 





CCPI is administered by USDA’s Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) though three existing programs – the Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP), the Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP), and the Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program (WHIP)-to leverage additional services and resources from non-federal partners.  States with approved proposals this fiscal year are Arizona, California, Colorado, Idaho, Indiana, Maryland, Missouri, New York, Oregon, Virginia and Washington. 


Holt SWCD’s proposal requested $1,080,000 in Federal funding over a 3 year period through individual CCPI-EQIP contracts. The proposal outlined an estimated contribution of $1,181,500 from Holt SWCD and MO DNR via partner investment through Cost-Share funded practices, administrative and technical assistance, and outreach. 





Eligible entities for submitting proposals included federally recognized Indian tribes, state and local units of government, producer associations, farmer cooperatives, higher education institutions, and nongovernmental organizations with a history of working cooperatively with producers.  Partner proposals were selected competitively based on previously identified criteria.

IMPORTANT FY12 COST- SHARE INFORMATION - LANDOWNERS AND CONTRACTORS 





-Pre-construction staff conferences with landowner (or representative) and contractor(s) will be required prior to consideration for contract approval.


-Any unauthorized changes to a project not contained in the engineering design and not reflected on the cost-share contract will result in non-payment of the contract.  


-All contractor surveys should be on the designated forms, must be complete and circuits must be closed through the outlet and back through each hub.


-Missouri One Call verification will be required at the pre-construction conference. 


-Copy of the land deed will be required to verify legal ownership for all cost-share contracts.


-Notarized landowner agreements will be required when construction activities to install a conservation practice will extend water to land beyond the ownership of the landowner.  Agreements must be submitted to our office prior to consideration for contract approval. 


-Notarized landowner agreements will be required for erosion control projects located on or across property lines. Agreements must be submitted to our office prior to consideration for contract approval. 


-Within approximately 2 weeks of receipt of contractor checkout notes, all practices will be checked in the field by NRCS. 

















The Cost-Share Program is a state funded program which provides financial incentives to landowners for installing erosion reduction practices. This funding comes from the 1/10th of 1% parks, soils and water sales tax.
