Holt SWCD will receive cost-share funds for FY13 in the following resource concerns:  


Sheet, Rill & Gully – $416,239


Irrigation – $19,665 


Nutrient – $9,499  








IMPORTANT FY13 COST- SHARE INFORMATION - LANDOWNERS AND CONTRACTORS 


-The contractor of cooperators choice will survey the conservation practice.  NRCS/SWCD field assistance will be provided via a waiting list.  (Engineering designs waiting completion will take precedence over requests for field assistance). 


-These requests (layout) will remain eligible until June 30 of the fiscal year in which they are submitted.  Layout received by the office but not funded by June 30 will be returned to the landowner.  The layout may only be re-submitted to the office once it has been re-flagged.


-Pre-construction staff conferences with landowner (or representative) and contractor(s) will be required prior to consideration for contract approval.


-Any unauthorized changes to a project not contained in the engineering design and not reflected on the cost-share contract will result in non-payment of the contract.  


-All contractor surveys should be on the designated forms, must be complete and circuits must be closed through the outlet and back through each hub.


-Missouri One Call verification will be required at the pre-construction conference. 


-Landowner Authorization Form will be required to verify legal ownership as it is listed on the property deed and for signature authorization.


-Notarized landowner agreements will be required when construction activities to install a conservation practice will extend water to land beyond the ownership of the landowner.  Agreements must be submitted to our office prior to consideration for contract approval. 


-Notarized landowner agreements will be required for erosion control projects located on or across property lines. Agreements must be submitted to our office prior to consideration for contract approval. 


-Within approximately 2 weeks of receipt of contractor checkout notes, all practices will be checked in the field by NRCS. 














NUTRIENT AND IRRIGATION MANAGEMENT 





Holt SWCD has cost-share funding available for both irrigation and nutrient management practices.


 


N442 Irrigation System, Sprinkler – Cost-share is authorized for replacement of existing sprinklers or nozzles with those that increase system efficiency, limited to 75% of the state average cost and four pivots per cooperator and/or farm.  Continuous Sign Up (Limit of 4 Pivots).  





N590 Nutrient Management –Cost-share incentive payment is up to $20.00 per acre with a lifetime practice maximum of $10,000 for contracts approved between January 1 and April 15, 2013. Continuous Sign Up ($20/acre not to exceed $10,000 lifetime).

FISCAL YEAR 2013 COST-SHARE PROJECT DATES/INFO 


Beginning July (for summer projects constructed during July, August or September). Beginning October for fall projects.   





A cooperator can earn a maximum of $10,000 in cost-share per fiscal year for advanced allocation and fall projects or a maximum of $15,000 in cost-share per fiscal year for summer projects. (Note: When combined, cost-share project limits for the same fiscal year may not exceed $15,000)





Summer projects may not be board approved until after 7-1 with a termination date not to exceed October 1.  Fall projects will have a 60 day termination date.    





-A cooperator initiates a request for cost share funding assistance by submitting layout (containing all required information and meeting NRCS standards and specifications) to our office. 


 


-Approved layout is ranked, selected and processed by: 


(1) Date order of submission, (2) Date crop is out, (3) Date the contractor has no more than 2 outstanding cost-share projects

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HOLT SWCD CCPI SIGN-UP  





Holt SWCD was allocated $350,815.00 to fund CCPI contracts in 2012 to assist landowners with the implementation of Terraces, Underground Tile Outlets, Water and Sediment Control Basins, and Cover Crops to address soil and water quality resource concerns.





New applications are currently being accepted for 2013 CCPI contract consideration.  Landowners who submitted applications for 2012 must contact the NRCS staff to request that their applications be considered for 2013.

SOIL MOISTURE CONCERNS





Current soil moisture concerns in Holt County have prompted NRCS staff to assess project areas for adequate soil moisture prior to the construction of earthmoving practices such as terraces and wascbs.


 


Landowners who are constructing earthmoving practices are being asked to water-pack risers and will be encouraged to postpone construction of terraces or  wascbs until adequate soil moisture is present. 


   


Practices must be installed according to NRCS standards and specifications and in compliance with Missouri Soil and Water Commission policy in order  to receive cost-share reimbursement. 























FUNDING FOR FLOODED LAND





The USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service has funding available to help landowners in Missouri establish cover crops on land adjacent to the Missouri River if that land was damaged by flooding in 2011.


NRCS State Conservationist J.R. Flores announced that parts of 11 Missouri counties are included in the Missouri River Corridor Cover Crop Initiative. The counties are Atchison, Holt, Andrew, Buchanan, Carroll, Platte, Ray, Saline, Howard, Lafayette and Cooper. 


The funding is offered through NRCS’ Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP). It can be used for cover crops, critical area plantings, forage and biomass plantings, nutrient management, residue and tillage management, or tree and shrub establishment.


“The primary intent of this initiative is to establish cover crops on areas adversely affected by flooding along the Missouri River,” Flores said. “There are many areas where the floodwaters deposited large amounts of sand, and those areas could benefit from vegetative cover.”


Flores said the application deadline is Friday, August 3. Landowners interested in applying for funding should contact their local NRCS offices.
