Frequently Asked Questions Answered
1.  How much horse power does the tractor have to have?


The minimum horsepower needed is 60. If the land is flat, 40 will work.

2.  How many acres can be done in one day?


There are a lot of factors to this question.

· How early you start

· How long you will be working

· How smooth the area being drilled is 

Basically, you could do 20 acres in one LONG day. The average would be 10 or 15 acres though.

3.  What type of hydraulics is needed?

These drills use a dual hydraulic hook up.  You will need both to run the drill.
4.  How many bins does the drill have?
The drill has 3 bins:  2 for grass and 1 for legumes.  There is a setting chart on the lids of the bins.

5.  What type of hitch is needed to transport the drill?


A drop pin hitch is needed to transport the drill.

Note:  Landowner must grease fittings before returning drill.
