· Ken Franked and Wally Corey, NRCS, visited the Robert Niekamp pond which has an erosion problem at the spillway. Upon review, they noted there were problems with the original design.  NRCS no longer has any obligation because the pond is over ten years old and no longer under the maintenance agreement. DNR has offered to fund repairs up to the difference between the original cost-share amount and $10,000.  The repairs would be very costly, and it may be less expensive for the landowners to work privately with a contractor to make the repairs.  Ken will forward this information to the Niekamps.
· The board requested that Cindy DeOrnellis prepare the FY10 budget for review at the June meeting.
